Born in Czestochowa, Poland, Kamila attended the private Girls’ Secondary
School of the “Science and Labor” Association (“Nauka i Praca”). Her
education was dis-rupted by the Nazi invasion of Poland on September 1,
1939. At fifteen, she became the family’s sole provider after her father’s death
in 1941, working at the textile mill of “Motte, Meillasoux, Caulliez et Delaoutre”
under Nazi occupation. Risking severe consequences, she “appropriated”
wool and yarn to trade for essentials, ensuring her family’s survival.
Concurrently, she bravely participated in the Polish Under-ground’s “Tajne
Komplety,” completing her high school education in secret.

In 1944, Kamila was sent to a forced labor camp in eastern Poland to dig anti-
tank defenses. Displaying remarkable courage, she and a fellow inmate
escaped by feign-ing a medical emergency. After Poland’s liberation in 1945,
she endured the chal-lenges of Communist rule but dreamed of raising a
family in a free nation. In 1964, she married Zygmunt Skawinski and
immigrated to the United States, where she embraced her role as a
homemaker and mother.

Kamila’s happiest years were spent in Milwaukee from 1985 to 2025, where



she nurtured her passions for gardening, knitting, cooking, and reading. She
took im-mense pride in providing her son educational opportunities she never
had. After a heart attack in 2013, her son, Kamil, retired early to care for her,
offering comfort and love. Kamila passed peacefully at home on June 1, 2025,
surrounded by her son and the compassionate AccentCare Hospice team.
Her legacy of resilience, love, and sacrifice will live on in her family and all
who knew her.
